INSTALLATION

Using Mounting Screws

To mount the device, find a flat surface with
adequate clearance behind it for the device and
all it's necessary wiring. Ensure there is enough
clearance for the mounting screws.

1. Once the mounting location has been
determined, cut a circular hole 3" (77mm) in
diameter.

2. Remove the trim bezel from the front of the
device by disengaging the clips around the outer
edge.

3. Slide the device and wiring through the hole in
the mounting location.

4. Secure the device to the mounting location
using the (4) mounting screws. Mark and drill
pilot holes if needed.

5. Press the trim bezel on to the front of the
device until it snaps in place.

6. Plug in the wiring harness and connect all
cables. Refer to the wiring diagram on page 5
for connection details.

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GENERAL OPERATION

Power On / Off

Press the POWER / SRC button to turn the device
On. Press and Hold the POWER / SRC button to
turn the device Off.

Selecting Audio Sources

Press the POWER / SRC button to display the
Audio Source screen. Rotate the VOL knob to
highlight the desired audio source, then press the
VOL knob to select. Note: The current audio source
will be shown in the top left corner of the device
display.

Adjusting the Volume

Rotate the VOL knob to adjust volume level. The
current volume level (0 - 40) will be displayed when
adjusting.

Adjusting the Subwoofer Level

Press the SUB + or SUB - buttons to adjust the
subwoofer level.

¢ Max Volume: Set the maximum volume level
between 0 and 40.

e Color: Changes the color of the backlit control
buttons.

e Information: Displays device software version
information.

e Reset: Restores device to factory settings and
deletes all custom settings.

Rotate the VOL knob to make adjustments, then

press the VOL knob to make selections. Press the

MENU button to return to previous setting / screen

and to exit the device settings menu.

Audio Settings

Enter the Audio Settings menu, then rotate the VOL

e Balance: Adjust audio level Left to Right.

e Subwoofer: Select between Full, 80Hz, 120Hz,
and 160Hz Low Pass Filter for Sub RCA Preouts.

e HPF: Select between Full, 60Hz, 80Hz, 120Hz,
or 180Hz High Pass Filter for Front / Rear RCA
Preouts.

Rotate the VOL knob to make adjustments, then

press the VOL knob to make selections. Once all

audio adjustments have been made, press the

MENU button to exit the audio settings menu.

Day / Night Mode
Press and hold the VOL button to switch between
Day / Night mode on the device display.

FM / AM RADIO OPERATION

Selecting FM / AM Radio Source

Press the POWER / SRC button to display the
Audio Source screen. Rotate the VOL knob to
highlight the FM Radio or AM Radio source, then
press the VOL knob to select.

Searching FM / AM Radio Stations

When an FM or AM Radio source has been

selected, the PREVIOUS / NEXT Buttons are used

to tune to the desired radio frequency.

Mute On / Off
Press the PLAY / PAUSE button to mute the audio.

Automatically Store Radio Stations

Press and hold the PLAY / PAUSE button for 2
seconds to seek and automatically store strongest
stations to the presets.

Manually Store Radio Stations

Tune to the desired station using the PREVIOUS /
NEXT buttons. Press the PRESET / FILE LIST /
BLUETOQOTH button. Rotate the VOL knob to
select a numbered preset, then press and hold the
PRESET / FILE LIST / BLUETOOTH button to save
to this preset.

BLUETOOTH OPERRATION

Device Pairing

Turn on the Bluetooth feature of the mobile device
to be paired. Access the Bluetooth Settings on

the Mobile device and select "AWMCA4" to pair.
When the device is successfully paired, the BT
mark will be shown on the top right corner of the
AWMC4 display. Note: Once a mobile device has
been paired to the AWMC4, it will automatically be
connected until it is manually unpaired / forgotten
on the mobile device.

Selecting Bluetooth Audio Source

Connecting USB Drive

Selecting USB Audio Source

When a USB drive is connected to the device, the
saved audio files will begin to play automatically.

If a USB drive is already connected to the device,
press the POWER / SRC button to display the Audio
Source screen. Rotate the VOL knob to highlight
the USB audio source, then press the VOL knob to
select.

Selecting Files & Playlists

To select a specific file saved on the USB drive,
press the PRESET / FILE LIST / BLUETOOTH
button, then select “Playlists” by pressing the
VOL knob. Rotate the VOL knob to highlight the
desired file to be played, then press the VOL knob
again to select. Press the PRESET / FILE LIST /
BLUETOOTH button again to access additional
folders / playlists saved on the USB drive, then
select desired files by rotating and pressing the
VOL knob.

other remote source.
¢ Manual Selection: Press the VOL button once
to display CAMERA 1 Video Signal, or press
the VOL button twice to display CAMERA 2
Video Signal. Press the VOL button again to
exit camera mode and return to the Audio
Source screen.
Note: The device will continue to play the audio
from the selected audio source during camera
operation but will display the video Source in the
top left corner of the device display.
